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Program Curriculum for Institute of Psychology, General
Psychology Division, FGU
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This division offers four areas of specialization: "Cognitive Processes and Neuroscience," "Social and Educational Psychology," "General
Psychology," and "Clinical Psychology" (the latter available to students who have completed at least one year in the Clinical Psychology
Division and earned over 21 credits in courses such as Psychopathology, Assessment, and Therapy). Students must select one of these
areas as their major field and complete 33 credits (including 6 thesis credits) under the division's requirements to graduate. Students
majoring in "General Psychology" must also complete two "Thesis Preparation” courses as prerequisites for their thesis. These courses
do not count toward the graduation credits. Students majoring in "Clinical Psychology"” who have completed over 32 credits in the
Clinical Psychology Division are exempt from the requirements to take Research Methods, Methodology electives, and one Basic
Psychology course.
