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Program Curriculum for Institute of Psychology, General
Psychology Division, FGU
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This program is divided into five areas of specialization: "Cognitive Processes and Neuroscience,” "Social and Educational
Psychology," "General Psychology," "Clinical Psychology," and "Counseling Psychology." The "Clinical Psychology" specialization is
available for students in the master's program's Clinical Psychology Track who have completed at least one year of study and
earned 21 or more credits in Clinical Psychology courses, including Pathology, Assessment, and Therapy. The "Counseling
Psychology" specialization is available for students in the master's program's Counseling Psychology Track who have completed
atleast one year of study and earned 18 or more credits in Counseling Psychology courses, including Theories of Counseling and
Psychotherapy, Counseling and Psychotherapy Practices, Ethics and Regulations in Counseling, Mental Health and
Psychopathology, Group Counseling and Psychotherapy, and Case Assessment and Psychological Evaluation. These five areas of

specialization aim to cultivate students' expertise in their chosen field. The graduation credit requirements for this division are
as follows:
